Mandurah Ity Centre
Traffic Circulation Review

Studies have been undertaken in
recent years to investigate various
traffic flow improvement options in
Mandurah’s City Centre. On 19 June
2007, Council resolved to undertake
public consultation with relevant
stakeholders to obtain input into
improving the traffic flow of vehicles
in and around the Mandurah City
Centre.

A public information session will be
conducted in the Tuckey Room at
the Council’s Civic Centre, 83
Mandurah Terrace, on Wednesday,
5 September, from 5.30pm to
7.30pm.

Traffic improvement strategies
include proposals to reverse traffic
flow in Mandurah Terrace between
Tuckey Street and Pinjarra Road

to prevent through traffic and
improve the pedestrian
amenity on the foreshore,

and to open Sholl Street to
through traffic at the Tuckey

Street intersection to
improve traffic flow within

the shopping precinct.

To improve traffic flow along
Pinjarra Road and the
performance of the major
intersections in the City Centre,
some parking modifications are
also proposed as shown on the
adjacent sketch.
